Each Limited Edition copy comes in a
slipcase and includes a 20x25cm photograph, Malcontenta (Schwartz), a seamed pair of b/w
photographs, which has been hand-printed by the artist at this size for this publication only. (Normal
gallery price for this size photograph £500).

American Letter will be launched at the opening of, Three Notable American Novellas, an

exhibition of Beasley’s new work at Laura Bartlett Gallery on November 22nd 2007.
